Mayor Adams Unveils “Axe the Tax for the Working Class”

New York City Mayor 
Eric Adams, earlier this 
week announced “Axe 

the Tax for the Working Class,” 
an ambitious proposal to bring 
significant tax relief to work-
ing-class families and return over 
$63 million to more than 582,000 
New Yorkers. The plan would 
eliminate the New York City Per-
sonal Income Tax for filers with 
dependents living at or below 150 
percent of the federal poverty line, 
as well as lower city personal in-
come taxes for filers immediately 
above that threshold too. Mayor 
Adams will advocate for the pro-
posal as part of the Fiscal Year 
2026 (FY26) New York state bud-
get with the support of New York 
State Senator Leroy Comrie and 
New York State Assemblymem-
ber Rodneyse Bichotte Hermelyn, 
who will introduce it during the 
upcoming legislative session. If 
passed into law, Axe the Tax for 

the Working Class could bring 
relief to working-class families as 
soon as tax year 2025

Axe the Tax for the Working 
Class builds on the Adams admin-
istrations’ continued efforts to help 
put money back into the pockets 
of working-class New Yorkers. In 
2022, Mayor Adams successfully 
pushed Albany to expand the New 
York City Earned Income Tax 
Credit (NYC EITC) for the first 
time in nearly two decades, deliv-
ering more than $345 million in 
tax relief to New Yorkers over the 
2023 tax season. When combined, 
both Axe the Tax for the Work-
ing Class and the new, enhanced 
NYC EITC would put more than 
a collective $408 million back 
into the pockets of 2 million New 
Yorkers and effectively eliminate 
New York City income taxes for 
a family of four making less than 
$46,350.

“Extreme costs are driving 
many working-class families out 
of cities like New York, and while, 
for too many decades, across too 
many administrations, we let these 
problems languish, our admin-
istration said enough is enough. 
Today, we are unveiling ‘Axe the 
Tax for the Working Class,’ a bold 
proposal to eliminate New York 
City income taxes for hundreds of 
thousands of working-class New 
Yorkers and their families here in 
the five boroughs and lower taxes 
for even more of our city’s resi-
dents,” said Mayor Adams. “This 
ambitious plan will put more than 
$63 million back into the pockets 
of over 582,000 New Yorkers, 
and, when combined with the New 
York City Earned Income Tax 
Credit, will put more than $400 
million back into the pockets of 2 
million working-class New York-
ers. I did not become mayor just 
to watch other families struggle 

the way that mine did, so this mon-
ey will help more families cover 
rent, pay for prescriptions, and 
pick up groceries. On issue after 
issue, New York City is leading 
the nation, so we’re hopeful more 
cities across the country will ‘Axe 
the Tax.’ I want to thank Senator 
Comrie and Assemblymember 
Bichotte Hermelyn for agreeing to 
introduce this legislation, as well 
as HTC and 32BJ for their support. 
We look forward to working with 
Albany over the next few months 
to pass this landmark proposal and 
give working-class families the re-
lief they finally deserve.”  

“From day one of our admin-
istration, Mayor Adams tasked 
me with supporting the families 
and working-class New York-
ers who keep our city running. 
That’s why we are turning New 
York into a ‘City of Yes’ with the 
most pro-housing zoning changes 
in our city’s history, increasing 

opportunities for good-paying 
jobs, and putting money back into 
working-people’s pockets,” said 
First Deputy Mayor Maria Tor-
res-Springer. “Our ‘Axe the Tax’ 
proposal will give $63 million 
back to working people and en-
sure that over 582,000 New York-
ers will benefit from having more 
money for groceries, child care, 
health care, and the needs of every-
day life.

Reducing Crime in Our City and 
Keeping New Yorkers Safe 

MOur North Star has 
always been keep-
ing New York City 

streets, subways, and communities 
safe. This is a pro-public safety 
administration, and we know that 
in order for New York City to be 
the best place to raise a family, our 
neighborhoods need to be safe.

Since day one, our administra-
tion has been dedicated to making 
sure New Yorkers are safer and 
feel safer. We have put thousands 
of more cops on the beat, taken 
over 21,000 illegal guns out of 
the hands of criminals and off our 
streets, and made our subways saf-
er while getting vulnerable New 
Yorkers the help they need. The 
numbers are in, and the first quar-
ter crime data for this year shows 
our public safety strategy contin-
ues to work. We have now had 
five straight quarters of decreasing 
crime — since January 1, 2024 — 
and we are shattering crime record 

after crime record.
The first three months of the 

year saw the lowest number of 
shootings in recorded history. 
Since the start of modern crime 
tracking, there has never been this 
few shooting incidents in ANY 
quarter in ANY year in our city’s 
recorded history. New York City 
also saw the second fewest num-
ber of murders in recorded history. 
Robbery and grand larceny are in 
their sixth consecutive month of 
decline, and robberies continue 
their double-digit dip. 

Transit crime has also gone 
down by double digits in the 
first quarter — for all boroughs 
that have subway service. This is 
thanks to the surge of police in our 
transit system where we need them 
most, on our trains and platforms. 

We have listened to New York-
ers and worked to make our city 
safer. The success of our public 
safety strategy is due to an inten-
sified focus of police officers as-
signed to hot spot “zones” across 
the five boroughs.

Our data-driven, precision 
policing model has already led to 
the removal of over 1,300 illegal 
firearms in 2025, including 57 
untraceable 3-D printed “ghost 
guns,” and brings the total to over 
21,000 illegal firearms taken off 

the streets since the beginning of 
our administration.

These gun seizures directly in-
fluenced an almost 29 percent drop 
in shooting victims in March and 
a 23.4 percent decrease in shoot-
ing victims for the quarter. That 
is 50 less shooting victims so far 
this year alone, which means more 
lives are being saved.

And we are starting to see 
some promising statistics when 
we look at retail theft — which is 
down over 8 percent year to date. 
Retail theft hurts our businesses, 
our workers, our customers, and 
our quality of life. New Yorkers 
don’t feel like things are working 
when everything from toothpaste 
to laundry detergent is locked up. 
We have been clear: we will not 
let shoplifters and organized crime 
rings prey on New York City busi-
nesses.

Additionally, thanks to steps 
we have taken, traffic deaths have 
reached a historic low in the first 
quarter of 2025. Over the last three 
years, our administration has cre-
ated a record 1.5 million square 
feet of new pedestrian space across 
the five boroughs; improved over 
5,700 intersections, which has 
led to better visibility and drivers 
turning more slowly; installed 87.5 
miles of protected bike lanes; and, 

because speeding is a factor in 
over a quarter of traffic deaths, we 
worked with lawmakers in Albany 
to keep our speed cameras opera-
tional 24 hours a day, seven days 
a week. We are also working with 
Albany to expand the use of cam-
eras at red lights to deter drivers 
from running red lights instead of 
coming to a stop.

These measures also resulted 
in decreased traffic injuries this 
quarter and show forward prog-
ress toward our Vision Zero goals. 
We’ve seen declines in injuries 
across the board, with drops in in-
juries among pedestrians, cyclists, 
motorized two-wheeler riders, and 
motor vehicle occupants. Despite 
this progress, we know tragic 
traffic fatalities — like the recent 
crash that took the lives of three in-
dividuals, including two children, 
and left one child fighting for his 
life in hospital — still take place 
and we must continue to change 
driving behaviors.

We will not rest until all New 
Yorkers are safe: at home, on our 
transit system, and on our streets. 
Because of our steadfast focus on 
public safety, and the hard work of 
the brave men and women of the 
NYPD, New York City remains 
the safest big city in America,

2025 National Action Network Convention
Rev. Al Sharpton, 

Founder and Presi-
dent of the Nation-

al Action Network (NAN), 
commenced the 2025 NAN 
Annual Convention in New 
York City last week. He 
brought top leaders in civ-
il rights, business, politics, 
culture and labor to discuss 
the biggest issues before 
Black America.  Leaders 
who attended included:  
Attorney Ben Crump, New 
York AG Letitia James, 
DNC Chair Ken Martin, 
CBC Chair Yvette Clarke, 
and Rep. Al Green. 

This year’s convention 
was held at the Sheraton 
New York Times Square 
hotel from April 2nd 

through April 5th. Topics 
covered included banning 
DEI initiatives in both gov-
ernment and private sectors 
to dismantling Civil Rights 
protections, eroding the so-
cial safety net, and flooding 
mass media with disinfor-
mation. These challenges 
represent an unprecedented, 
coordinated effort to under-
mine six decades of Civil 
Rights progress.

Rev. Sharpton brought 
together national leaders to 
assess the current landscape 
and strategize a path for-
ward that preserves our na-
tion’s progress in building a 
just and equitable society. 
The NAN Convention fea-
tured high-profile panels, 

keynote addresses and the 
prestigious annual “Keep-
ers of the Dream Award” 
Gala, hosted by Anthony 
Anderson, where Patti La-
Belle and Chris Matthews 
were among the honorees 
for their contributions to the 
movement.

The 2025 NAN Con-
vention culminated in Rev. 
Sharpton’s highly antici-
pated announcement of the 
targets for NAN’s DEI boy-
cott, the goal for which is to 
leverage the power of the 
Black dollar against corpo-
rations that have bowed to 
pressure from current ad-
ministration, abandoning 
their commitments to work-
place diversity.

What Parents Need to Know About 
Protecting their Children from Measles

Ongoing measles 
outbreaks across 
the country have 

many families, pediatri-
cians and public health 
experts concerned. Most 
of the people who have 
gotten sick, including a 
child who died in Tex-
as, were not vaccinated 
against measles.

The best way to pro-
tect your family is by 
choosing to have your 
child immunized against 
measles. The MMR vac-
cine—which protects 
against measles, mumps 
and rubella—is the only 
way to prevent measles. 
Vitamin A, cod liver oil 
and other alternatives 
have been discussed as 

ways to lessen the sever-
ity of measles. However, 
none of these alternatives 
will prevent measles. Too 
much vitamin A can also 
cause severe illness. Al-
ways talk with your pedi-
atrician first.

“The reason many 
parents in the United 
States have not had to 
worry about measles in 
decades is because of 
widespread immuniza-
tion with this safe and 
effective vaccine,” said 
AAP president and pedi-
atrician, Susan Kressly. 
“However, when immu-
nization rates drop in 
a community, the dis-
ease can spread, putting 
everyone—especially 
young children—at risk.”

Before the measles 

vaccine was available in 
the United States, an av-
erage of 450 people died 
from measles every year, 
according to the Centers 
for Disease Control and 
Prevention. Most of them 
were previously healthy 
children. Children who 
contract measles are at 
higher risk for develop-
ing more serious condi-
tions such as pneumonia 
or a brain infection called 
encephalitis.

These complications 
can become deadly. Ad-
ditionally, a rare but 
universally fatal form 
of brain swelling called 
sub-acute sclerosis pan-
encephalitis can occur 
in healthy children years 
after they have recovered 
from measles infection.

Measles is highly con-
tagious. The virus can 
live for up to two hours 
in the air where infected 
people have coughed or 
sneezed. Nine out of 10 
people exposed to the 
virus who don’t have 
immunity from the vac-
cine will also become 
infected, according to 
the CDC. To prevent the 
virus from spreading 
and potentially causing 
an outbreak, creating 
community immunity by 
reaching a high level of 
vaccination rate is crucial 
to protect those who can-
not be vaccinated.

The vast majority of 
parents get their children 
vaccinated. But because 
measles is so infectious, 

if a community’s rate of 
vaccination dips below 
95% of the population, 
the disease can easily 
spread, impacting indi-
viduals and groups of 
people. Check with your 
pediatrician today if 
you’re unsure about your 
child’s protection. Learn 
more at HealthyChildren.
org.

“No parent should 
have to experience the 

loss of a child to a pre-
ventable disease. Vac-
cines save lives,” said 
Dr. Kressly. “Pediatri-
cians are here to talk 
with families about their 
children’s health, includ-
ing how they can access 
vaccines. We must sup-
port immunization pro-
grams so that children in 
every community get the 
opportunity to grow up 
healthy and strong.”

April 20th is an unoffi-
cial holiday for mar-
ijuana enthusiasts 

throughout the world. It is a 
day thousands of people come 
together to push for the legal-
ization of marijuana by holding 
rallies and marches. There are 
many theories of how the term 
code 420 developed such as the 
police code of 420 for posses-
sion, or the California Senate 
Bill 420 that refers to the use of 

medical marijuana. 
When the Grateful Dead 

eventually started using the 
code it became the rallying 
focus for the legalization of 
marijuana thoughout the Unit-
ed States. As of April 2, 2025, 
thirty nine US states now have 
some measures of legal access 
to marijuana. With 24 having 
legalized it for both medical 
and recreational use.

New York State has legal-
ized the use of recreational and 
medical marijuana. CBD can-
nabis oils are now legal in all 
50 states, but many people are 
still not aware of the health and 
wellness benefits of cannabis. 
When people hear about the le-
galization of Marijuana for rec-
reational adult use, they often 
think about deviant behavior 
and not of the health benefits. 

Cannabis has been used 
as a natural wellness tool in 

American and in most coun-
tries thought out the world for 
thousands of years. The ancient 
Egyptians used Hemp for med-
icine, textiles, and other indus-
trial applications. The sails that 
carried Christopher Columbus 
to the New World were made 
of Hemp. 

In 1944 New York City 
Mayor Fiorello La Guardia 
commissioned a five-year study 
on marijuana. The results of 
the report titled The Marijuana 
Problem in New York City con-
cluded that the publicity con-
cerning the catastrophic effects 
of marijuana was unfounded. 

The report went on to say 
that there was no evidence that 
Marijuana would lead to addic-
tion, and it was not a determin-
ing factor in the commission of 
major crimes. In 1972 a nation-
al committee on Marijuana was 
formed under the Nixon admin-

istration to study marijuana use.
In 1973 the committee 

chairmen Raymond Shafer 
published the findings which 
were remarkably like the La 
Guardia study. The Shafer re-
port also recommended that 
Marijuana be decriminalized. 
This report was ignored by 
the Nixon administration who 
wanted to weaponize marijuana 
to control anti-war demonstra-
tions and the Black Liberation 
movement.

Socially accepted opioid 
drugs and alcohol have more 
than twice the number of hu-
man health and quality of life 
issues then Marijuana use. The 
disinformation campaign that 
started in the early thirties was 
never about Marijuana, it was 
about the industrial threat of 
hemp use. 

There are two types of Can-
nabis plants. Marijuana is the 

one that has THC and can cause 
a change in mood or a high. It 
was the Hemp Cannabis plant 
that created the industrial pow-
er broker’s fear due to the plants 
ability to produce inexpensive 
paper, textiles, and fuels. 

Marijuana was the easy 
scapegoat because most did not 
understand the difference in the 
plants and marijuana was asso-
ciated with people of color and 
the entertainment industry. 

This April 20th, the news 
will focus on the world taking a 
day to smoke pot but it’s much 
more than that, it is now a time 
to become educated on how the 
legalization of marijuana can 
improve the quality of your life. 
I suggest reading “Marihuana 
the “Forbidden Medicine” by 
Lester Grinspoon and James B. 
Bakaler.

Black Haw can be tak-
en in capsules, as a tincture 
or tea (decoction): add two 
teaspoons of the dried bark 
to one and a half cups of 
boiling water, covered, and 
let boil for two minutes.  
Lower flame and simmer 
for another eight minutes, 
covered.  Let cool, strain 
and drink tea three times 
daily for severe conditions; 

or one dropper-full of the 
tincture three times daily.

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"The Trouble of Color: An American Family Memoir" &
"Last Seen: The Enduring Search"

Who do you think 
you are?

That’s a ques-
tion that can be taken a multi-
ple of ways. It’s in-your-face, 
aggressive, angry. Or it’s in-
quisitive and open, asking for 
introspection. Where did your 
family come from, and who 
do you think you are? Or, as in 
these books, is that question to 
be answered?

For author Martha S. Jones, 
issues of identity were already 
understood: she’d grown up 
knowing that there were Black 
ancestors in her lineage, full-
stop. She never thought it was 
anything but obvious – until a 
college classmate questioned 
Jones’ heritage. 

In her book, “The Trouble 
of Color” (Basic Books, $30), 
Jones writes of untangling 

her truth.  Color obviously 
mattered differently to Jones’ 
three-times-great grandmother 
than it did for her parents. Col-
or didn’t draw a smooth line 
through history, it didn’t stay 
in one place or even in one 
century. The story of living as 
someone of color weaved all 
along Jones’ family tree, of-
ten revealing nuggets of pride, 
strength, and of surprise.

There’s a journey inside 
this book that begs readers to 
go along – and you’ll be glad 
you did. It takes you from city 
to country to find Jones’ ances-
tors, and it’s both comfortingly 
familiar and quite astounding. 
If you’ve ever delved into your 
own heritage, had your DNA 
tested, or looked into your 
ancestry and discovered unex-
pected things, this is a book to 

read.
If you’ve done those things, 

then you know the delight you 
feel when you found someone 
who was lost – and you’ll un-
derstand the heavy sadness 
and urgency inside the stories 
in “Last Seen: The Enduring 
Search by Formerly Enslaved 
People to Find Their Lost 
Families” by Judith Giesberg 
(Simon & Schuster, $29.99).

One of the most heinous 
practices of slave-owners in 
America was the separating of 
families. Children could, and 
were, sold away from their 
parents. Siblings were divided. 
Husbands and wives were sold 
apart, with no idea if or when 
they might see one another 
again. After Emancipation, it 
was common to see advertise-
ments in newspapers, classi-
fied ads, editorials, and posters 
in search of missing loved ones 
and separated relatives.

In this heart-wrenching, 
sometimes happy, always pow-
erful book, Geisberg profiles a 
tiny handful of those stories. 
Once he found them, for in-
stance, Tally Miller changed 
his surname so that no one 
could ever take his family 
away from him again. Hagar 
Outlaw struggled to find as 
many of her nine children as 
she could, once she was freed. 
Time never stopped husbands 
from looking for their wives 
(or the other way around), or 
siblings from finding each oth-
er.

This book explodes the 
imagination, and it’ll make you 
glad for the research methods 
we have at our disposal today. 
Readers who’ve hit a dead-
end on their own genealogical 
searches will want to read this 
important slice of devastating 
American history.

Of course, these books 
will make you want more, and 

you’ll get it by heading for 
your favorite bookstore or li-
brary. There, you’ll find what 
you need, and who maybe you 
think you are.
